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Step 1: ACEssessment��At ACE Learning, we perform an ACEssessments before we get started. The ACEsessment consists of identifying the mathematical skills and needs of the student. The ACEsessment is not only used as a diagnostic tool that helps determine the student’s strengths and weaknesses, but also serves as an input for the development of the ACE Individual Learning Plan.  With this initial academic ACEssessment, we are able to understand how the student lines up with the New York State learning standards. ��Our support program is customized based on the ACEssessment results. The student will work with their coach/tutor to develop skills and monitor their progress to ensure that they are advancing.
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Step 6: Progress Conference��A conference with the student, parent/guardian and instructor (optional) will occur during the last class.  The student will reflect on their attitude and confidence in math and using this self-assessment, discuss their learning objectives with their ACE instructor. Student performance and progress ILP charts will be updated and discussed.





Step 5: Post Assessment��At the end of the ACE program, each student will be re-assessed on the skills in their ILP.  Progress will be evaluated and reported to the student and parent/guardian and learning goals will be modified to reflect the students’ progress. Students are also asked to write a self-assessment/reflection by evaluating their effort and progress and modify their short term and long-term goals.  �





Step 4: Reinforcement��During each class, students will work independently or with an ACEmate to develop and enhance their mathematical skills.  In class computer based learning activities are scheduled based on each students ILP.  In addition, class time will also be used to help each student with their school based learning objectives, homework and test preparation as needed. Positive reinforcement techniques are a foundation of ACE.  All students receive ongoing praise, prizes, rewards for effort and progress.���

Step 2: Individual Learning Plan��After analyzing the results of the ACEssessment taken by the student, we develop an Individual Learning Plan (ILP) for each student. This ILP will be customized for the student and will consist of the following: ��1. The ILP will address the student's needs and grade-level skills inventory.��2. The ILP will ensure that the student's strength areas are maintained and enhanced to support their needs areas.��3. For students performing at or above grade level, the ILP will incorporate a plan to challenge and enrich their skills.





4. Students will create their learning objectives with their instructor. 











Step 3: Instruction��After the Individual Learning Plan (ILP) has been created for the student, we will develop an appropriate learning program.  In this step, the student receives direct instruction 1-on-1 and if appropriate will also receive direct instruction with their ACEmates.  Concepts taught will be applied to real-world applications.
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
